	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There is an area of intense heat in Hot Springs Cayon which appears to be outside the fire perimeter.  The area between Anderson Canyon and McWay Canyon has an intense heat area right up to the road (State Route 1).  There are areas of intense heat to the southeast, northeast, and north of Big Sur State Park.  there is intense heat east of Big Sur and  northwest of BIg Sur.  The Pico Blanco Boy Scout Camp has an area of intense heat south and southwest of its locaiton.  There is intense heat found in the Willow Creek drainage just southwest of Willow Creek Camp.
 There are areas of intense heat along the southwest edge of the fire from Dolan Canyon to Lime Creek. There is a small area of intense heat in Buck Creek approaching State Route 1.  Along the northern edge of the fire, there is intense heat in the South Fork of the Little Sur River, northwest of Pico Blanco,  There is an are of intense heat south of Puerto Suello Creek and across the Little Sur River to the junction of Little Sur and Pine Creek.  There is a small area of intense heat southeast of Lone Pine Camp.  Intense heat is found south of Tassajara Creek southwest of The Mesa.  There is a small area of intense heat west of the junction of Lost Valley Creek and ZigZag Creek.  The Southeast end of the fire continues to have intense heat related to burn out activities.  There are areas of intense heat south of Rock Slide.  
     I started with the FIMT boundary dated 20080704_2238 and added my infrared interpretation.
