	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
     The largest areas of growth occurred north of the northern end and along the northern and southeastern edges of the fire.   

     Just northwest of Pfeiffer Big Sur State Park there is an area of intense heat along Route 1.  Within the Sierra Creek watershed, on Mescal Ridge across to northeast of Bottchers Gap there is an extensive area of intesive heat related to backburn activities which is separate from the body of the fire.  The north edge of the heat perimeter has a line of intense heat runining generally east-west south of the LIttle Sur River from Dani Ridge to just northwest of Pico Blanco Boy Scout Camp.  To the east there is intensive heat running from west of Pine Creek, across Pine Creek, south of Little Pines Camp to Uncle Sam Mountain and then south of Uncle Sam Mountain.  There is an area of intensive heat south of Tassajaro Creek within the Ventana National Wilderness Area.  There are several area of intense heat south, southwest, and northwest of Willow Creek Camp, possibly realated to backburns.  There are areas of intense heat in the Lost Valley Creek drainages related to previous backburns.  The southeastern end of the perimeter is ringed by intensive heat, and hasn't yet reached the boundary of the Indians fire.  Along Route 1 there is intensive heat in the Dolen Creek, between Dolen and Lime Creek, and in Hot Springs Canyon drainages.  Further north there are two areas of intense heat along Route 1 between Burns Creek and Anderson Canyon with an isolated heat point between, but I suspect that these are all one area with the marine layer causing difficulties in seeing it clearly in the imagery.  
     I started with the FIMT boundary provided from the GIS specialist Tracy Tennant on 7/6/2008 and carries the 11:38 time stamp and added my infrared interpretation.  

     I added X-Y coordinates to the isolated heat attribute file, for your use.  
     I have added the jpg mosaic of the IR data onto the NIFC server and have included kml files of the IR interpretation.
