	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
GIS FirePolygon was downloaded from 7/10 operational period on the incident FTP site and used as starting point for showing heat perimeter expansion.

Heat perimeter continues to expand along most of the eastern boundary.

Hot areas:  

 Approx. 1 mile expansion to the north with intense heat in the area of Big Pines campground, minor expansion to the east all along the perimeter to Ventana Double Cone.  North and South lobes of the fire are within 1/4 mile of converging in the area of Round Rock campground.  In the Tassajara Hot Springs area, China, Rocky Creek and Tassajara Creek campgrounds are threatened.  Intense heat in the Deer Pasture area and just north of the Escondido campground.  There is an isolated heat source approx. 0.1 mile outside the general heat perimeter at the Madrone campground.  Intense heat was found moving to the west from Madrone campground south the Cook Springs campground.        

 The northern interior unburned area around Pico Blanco Boy Scout Camp has intense heat along the north edge.
 The southern interior unburned area north of Strawberry campround has intense heat along the southeast boundary. 
 One small area of intense heat and several isolated heat sources inside the Indians Fire perimeter were included in the Basin data.
