	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The heat source 4 miles east of the heat perimeter located in the Indians Fire Perimeter was detected once more and noted on the map with latitude & longitude of 36° 14' 23.63" N, 121° 24' 13.45" W.
Approximately half of the reported change in acreage is due to the removal of the unburned "island" in the heat perimeter.  There was plenty of Scattered and Intense Heat was detected.
  The heat perimeter was updated in numerous locations using NIROPS Infrared Imagery.
