	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
In the northwest, there is an area of intense heat upslope to the northeast of Posts.  Another Northeast of Pfeiffer Big Sur State Park crossing Pfeffer Redwood Creek which extends up to Doolens Hole Creek.  A large area of ntense heat is found northeast and east of Big Sur which extends from the ridgeline, half way down the slope toward Big Sur.  Intense heat is found in Andrew Molera State Park north of State Route 1, across the summit of Pico Blanco, and south of the Little Sur River.  Intense heat crosses the Little Sur River west of Lone Pine Camp, and extends to the top of the slope just above Lone Pine Camp.  A small patch of intense heat is found just to the west of Ventana Double Cone.  In the northeast intense heat is found extending across the Tassajara Creek drainage just southwest of The Mesa and The Caves Swimming Pool.  There is a small area of intense heat just southwest of Willow Creek Camp.  At the southeast end of the fire, more burn out with intense heat extends down the jeep trail on the North Coast Ridge.  Along the southwest edge of the fire, a small area of intense heat is found just northeast of Rock Slide, and a larger one is northeast of Slates Hot Springs.  There are four isolated heat points outside the boundary north of Slates Hot Springs, Route 1, and Hot Springs Canyon.  An intense heat area in Buck Creek just east of Route 1, and one northeast of McWay.   
I was unable to get the incident's current perimeter, so I started with the IR interpretation of 20080701 and added tonight's infrared heat to that perimeter.

I added X-Y coordinates to the isolated heat attribute file, for your use.  
I have added the jpg mosaic of the IR data onto the NIFC server for your use as well.  I have include kml files of the IR interpretation.
