· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 22 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The fire is located within the Los Padres National Forest proximate to the Ventura Wilderness Area & Julia Pfeiffer Burns State Park in Monterey County, CA.  The California Sea Otter Game Refuge lies off coast less than 1 mile SW of the mapped fire perimeter.  The community of Posts is located 2 miles NW and Big Sur is 5 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates spread NW, E, & SW.
· Communities threatened:
· Posts: 2 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter within the 60-80% FSPro zone
· Big Sur: 5 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter within the 1-5% FSPro zone
· Structures are generally located along State Highway 1 and up coastal canyons with a denser zone less than 1 mile SSE of the mapped fire perimeter within the 80-100% zone.
· Major Infrastructure:
· State Highway 1 runs NW/SE through all FSPro zones proximate to the southern extent of the mapped fire perimeter.
· 4 Communication Towers within the 60-80% FSPro zone; one 3 miles SE of the mapped fire perimeter with the others proximate to Posts, 2 miles NW.
· Powerline running from a communication tower to the coast, 3 miles SE.
· Water Resources:  none identified per available data
· Other resources threatened:
· Schools: Seaview school is located 2 miles SE of mapped fire perimeter.  Majestic (historical) & Pfeiffer schools are located 4 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter.
· A single HAZMAT point is identified proximate to the North Fork Big sur River within the 1-5% FSPro zone; accuracy & ownership are uncertain.
· The Bug Sur Wild and Scenic River is located 2 miles NE within all FSPro zones.
