FSPro Basis for Analysis: 

· FSPro Analysis – 14 day starting 5 July 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· Barriers representing completed firelines are located 6 mi SE of the mapped fire perimeter, proximate to the Indians Fire.   Analysis assumes that these firelines will hold subject to spotting or spread around barrier ends.

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· The complex is comprised of two fires that have merged, the Galley & Basin Fires located within the Los Padres National Forest proximate to the Ventura Wilderness Area & Julia Pfeiffer Burns State Park in Monterey County, CA.  The merged fire is currently reported at 86,726 acres (As per ICS-209 9 July 2008).  The community of Posts is located less than 1 mi NW and Big Sur is less than 1 mi SW of the mapped perimeter.

· Assuming no further suppression, the 14-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-direction spread.

· Communities threatened: 
· Posts:  < 1 mi NW of the mapped perimeter within the >80% FSPro zone.
· Big Sur: < 1 mi SW of the mapped perimeter within the >80% FSPro zone.
· Slates Hot Springs: 1 mi S of the mapped perimeter within the >80% FSPro zone.
· Structures are generally located along State Highway 1 and up coastal canyons with a denser zone < 1 mi SSE of the mapped fire perimeter within the >80% zone
· Tassajara Hot Springs: 5 mi E of the mapped perimeter within >80% FSPro zone.
· Jamesburg: 6 mi NE of the mapped perimeter within the 5-20% FSPro zone.
· Mascorini Place: 7 mi NE of the mapped perimeter within the 20-40% FSPro zone.

· Major Infrastructure: 
· Highways, Major Roads

· State Highway 1 runs SE/NW through all FSPro zones proximate to the southern and western extent of the mapped perimeter.

· County Highway G16 runs SE/NW within the 1-40% FSPro zones, 6 mi E of the mapped perimeter.

· Communication Towers:  27 communication towers are spread throughout all FSPro Zones.

· Powerlines:  Powerline running from a communication tower to the coast, within the mapped fire perimeter 2 mi NW of Slates Hot Springs. An additional powerline runs     E-W in the 5-40% FSPro zone 6 mi N of the mapped fire perimeter.
· RAWS:  4 RAWS stations are located within the FSPro Zones.  2 located within the >80% spread zone.  1 located within the 60-80% spread zone.  1 located within the 1-5% spread zone.
· Water Resources: 
· The Los Padres Dam is located 5 mi N of the mapped perimeter, downstream of rivers within the 40-60% FSPro zones & appears to be a part of the Carmel water supply system.

· The San Clemente Dam and associated water intake is located 8 mi N of the mapped perimeter, downstream of rivers within all FSPro zones & appears to be a part of the Carmel water supply system.

· Other resources threatened: 
· The ICS-209 report indicates: West Zone: Residences south of Julia Pfeiffer Burns State Park along Hwy 1 and Palo Colorado Canyon residences. Carmel River watershed supplying Carmel Valley, forest, riparian/steelhead habitat and cultural resources. East Zone: Tassajara Road structures, cultural resources, watershed.
· Other natural resources – if high priority please request a Tier II report.
· A single HAZMAT point is identified proximate to the North Fork Big Sur River within the >80% FSPro zone; accuracy & ownership are uncertain.  It is located within the mapped fire perimeter.

· Wild and scenic rivers: The Big Sur Wild and Scenic River is located within the mapped perimeter with all 5,929 acres at risk.

· There are 13 schools located throughout the FSPro spread zones.  (Table 5)
