Important Aquatic Areas
Foothill Yellow-legged frog, Limestone Salamander. Western Pond Turtle, Red-Legged Frog

1. Avoid mechanical activities, foam, or retardant within 300 feet of these areas to minimize affects to CA red-legged frog and habitat.

2. Only draft from approved sources.  Decontaminant drafting equipment before initial use and after last use to prevent spread of chytrid fungus.  Do not draft out of Jordan Pond without 2’ square drafting box with ¼” hardware cloth.

Avoid direct damage to these large shrubs.  Do not run gas-powered equipment adjacent to plants.

Spotted Owl/ Mature Forest
Heavier timber, largely residual areas in drainages from past fires.  Protect and retain snags/ logs where possible.
