		FIRE BEHAVIOR



		GENERAL:


Tuesday’s observed BI: 72-- Fire Danger: Very High

Fuels are chaparral, mixed conifers and oak woodlands.  Very dry fuel moistures – 1 hr 4%, 10 hr 5%, live 69%.  Very high dead to live fuel ratio.

Topography is extremely steep terrain at 1500 to 3500 ft elevation.  Mill Creek drainage generally oriented west to east with a dogleg to the north where fire originated.   The main coastal ridge runs northwest to southeast.  The Nacimiento River drainage runs to the east on the inland side of the ridge.

Uphill runs were observed with some crowning in the oaks.  Short range spotting occurred up to 1/8 mile.  Downhill spread supported with rollout.

Probability of Ignition 90%






		SPECIFIC:


Division A:  Backing signature makes direct attack possible.  Watch for rollout supporting the downhill spread.


Division B:  Reburn potential in unburned canopies.  Uphill runs with 17 to 25 ft. flame lengths and rates of spread from 50 to 100 ch/hr.  Spotting to the north and east.  Rollout will spread fire further down in the drainages crossing slope reversals and causing uphill runs.

Division C:  Watch for backing fire crossing into canyons below the ridge and running upslope in the afternoon when slope winds are at their peak.
