· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 29 September 2008; projected spread assumes NO further suppression

Tier II Analysis – Regional Priority Assets
General Assessment: 

· The Chalk Fire is located within the Los Padres National Forest proximate to the Ventura Wilderness Area and the Fort Hunter Ligget Military Reservation in Monterey County, CA.

· Assuming no suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-directional fire spread. 
· The fire is currently located predominantly in USFS direct protection with DOD direct protection to the E in all spread probability zones.
· The community of Lucia is mapped 2 miles SW of the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-5 % spread probability zone.
· Forest Service Facilities:  Nacimiento Station is located within the mapped fire perimeter to the NW, and Pacific Valley Station is located 4 miles SWof the mapped perimeter, outside of the FS Pro area.
· Spotted Owl Protected Activity Centers are located predominantly in the > 80 % spread probability zones, and in all lower spread probability zones to the N, S, and E of the mapped perimeter.
· Steelhead Critical Habitat (1.8 miles) in Mill Creek is located in the 5-20 % and 1-5 % spread probability zones.  
· The mapped perimeter intersects with the Ventana Wilderness Area to the N designated as a Class 1 Airshed.
· A small fuel treatment polygon is located outside of the FS Pro area to the SW in area of the Pacific Valley Station.
