· The Crossover Fire is located on the Angeles National Forest proximate to the Sepse Wilderness in Los Angeles and Ventura Counties, California.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 5-day fire spread projection indicates omni-directional fire spread.

· Martins – 1 mi N of the mapped fire perimeter in the >80% FSPro spread probability zone.
· Naylor Place - 4 mi N of the mapped fire perimeter in the 20-40% FSPro spread probability zone.
