	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
First infrared mission for the incident.  Massive heat detected on most areas of the fire.  Evidence of large super heated gas plumes on the eastern and western edges of the fire.  Extreme heat generated on southern edges of the fire.  It appears by the topography map that the water treatment plant is within the fire perimeter along with powerlines. Also included is an approxiamate fire perimeter line on the north edge of the fire.
