	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Still very active front on the east.  The heat perimeter is approximate since I could only 'see' faint heat through the cloud except where it was actively burning.  Of concern is a questionable isolated heat source on the north edge just above the Skagway Grove on Pine Ridge.  There was other heat there from the rock outcrop on the ridge which was the same as the clear imagery the night before.  The little spot was not there last night and showed the same signature as the faint heat on the southeastern edge so I marked it.  Feedback on this would be appreciated.
