There is scattered heat including scattered patches of intense heat in the northern section of Indians fire where the back burn occurred.  There is one isolated heat spot west of Lucia Creek and east of Indians Road, north of the fire perimeter.  I added X-Y coordinates to the isolated heat attribute file, for your use if you desire.
