FSPro Basis for Analysis: 

· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 12 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression.
· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.

Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· The Indians LPF Fire is located approximately 15-miles W of the town of King City and 16-miles SSW of the hamlet of Greenfield.  It is burning in the Ventana Wilderness of Los Padres National Forest, and Fort Hunter Liggett Military Reservation--Monterey County.  

· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates omni-directional spread with more growth in the lower probabilities to the E predominantly through the Fort Hunter Liggett Military Reservation. 

· There are 3 communities in the lower probability zones and numerous campgrounds throughout the entire area.  

· The town of Hunter Liggett is located 6 - miles SE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 5-20% spread zone.

· The historical community of Sans is located 7 - miles S  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 5-20% spread zone.

· The town of Millers Ranch is located 8-miles N of the mapped fire perimeter in the <1%  probability zone.  

· Major Infrastructure values threatened

· US highway 101 is located to the E and NE of the mapped fire perimeter outside the lowest probability zone.

· There is one communication tower located in the 40 – 60% probability zone to the SE of the mapped fire perimeter.   

· The Pacific Gas and Electric company Oil and Gas Pipeline is  located to the E and NE of the mapped fire perimeter outside the lowest probability zone.

· Other resources threatened

· Two airport runways are located in the probability zones.  One is located 2 – miles SE of the mapped fire perimeter in the 60-80% probability zone and the other is located 8 – miles to the SSE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 5-20% probability zone.

· Three RAWS stations are located in the probability zones.  6 – miles SE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 5-20% probability zone,  5 – miles W  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-5% probability zone, and 6 – miles N  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-5% probability zone.
· The Lower Stone Valley Dam is located 9 – miles SSE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-5% probability zone.

· NOTE: Analysis of assets within the 80% Spread Probability Zone includes values-at-risk that may be within the active fire perimeter; any assets within the active perimeter are not independently analyzed.
