EVACUATION CONTINGENCY PLAN
PURPOSE

This plan in intended to be used in the event the Indians Fire Incident creates a need for notification and evacuation of the citizens in and adjacent to the incident.

INTENT

The Monterey County Sheriff’s Office is legally charged with the responsibility of evacuation.  In order for adequate planning and decision making to occur before the need, it is important that the Sheriff’s Department have advance notice and be included in the earliest possible discussion regarding evacuation needs.

General Description of the Area
This plan will cover the fire area included within the Indians Fire. Generally described as the area including, Pine Canyon, Reliz Canyon and the communities of Arroyo Seco to Elm Street and the Jolon Rd from Pine Canyon Rd to Sulphur Springs Rd. This plan will also include any federal campgrounds into the Los Padres National Forest which remains federal jurisdiction but Monterey County Sheriff’s office will assist if requested.
DECISION POINT

If the fire is deemed to threaten the identified tactical area(s) Operations will request activation of the appropriate evacuation level based on current and predicted fire behavior. Upon recommendation by the Operations Section Chief, the agency decision makers will convene and re-evaluate the threat using the following criteria:
· Fire crosses or approaches pre-identified lines

· Time of day (i.e. early morning vs. mid-afternoon)

· Weather (current and expected)

· Fuels and fire behavior

· Sustained run vs. spot fires

· Probability of success with available resources

ACTIVATION

Steps for activation:
1. The need for a possible evacuation be identified by Operational personnel

2. Request for evacuation be approved by the Incident Commander or his designee

3. Contact communications to place the request as needed
4. The IC or designee will inform the appropriate County Sheriff’s Office of the current and the predicted situation. 

· Identify the effected Area 
· Ask that a liaison from the effected county report to the ICP

· Ask that the appropriate evacuation be implemented

· Ask for confirmation of shelter activation / location from Red Cross
· The IMT IOFR will coordinate the development of a media release of evacuation / shelter decisions

NOTIFICATIONS
EVACUATION PRE-NOTIFICATION
PERSONS ARE WARNED THAT CURRENT OR PROJECTED THREATS FROM HAZARDS ASSOCIATED WITH THE APPROACHING FIRE(S) ARE SEVERE.
THIS IS THE TIME FOR PREPARATION, AND PRECAUTIONARY MOVEMENT OF PERSONS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS, MOBILE PROPERTY, AND PETS AND LIVESTOCK.

ROADBLOCKS AND 24-HOUR PATROLS WILL BE ESTABLISHED IN THE AREA.  RESIDENTS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO RETURN UNTIL CONDITIONS ARE SAFE.

Evacuation Area Re-entry

The Incident Management Team (IMT) will provide recommendations to the Sheriff’s Office or the Forest for USFS property for lowering evacuation levels. The authority having jurisdiction is responsible for applying the change in evacuation level.
Considerations for safe re-entry:

· Public and firefighter safety

· Fire behavior / situation

· Fire traffic / activities

· Hazard tree mitigation

· Slope stabilization (rolling / falling debris)
· Utilities secured 
· Visibility

· Minimizing economic consequences

· Community integrity

The topics listed above are intended as illustrations of the various types of issues that may be evaluated.
Citizens are advised that the advisory / evacuation level may change at a moments notice.

All re-entry, request shall be coordinated with the IMT Operations Section Chief before re-entry into evacuated areas will begin.

All requests for re-entry into the evacuated areas shall go through the Monterey County Sheriff. Persons entering the area shall provide identification and/or proof of ownership of the property in question. After approval, evacuees will be allowed re-entry based on the current situation.
