FSPro Basis for Analysis: 

· FSPro Analysis – 14 day starting 15 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· Barriers representing completed fireline are located W and S of the mapped fire perimeter – analysis assumes that these firelines will hold subject to spotting or spread around barrier ends.

· Straight line truncations of the FSPro area to the E and S reflects geographic limit of data used for the analysis.

Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· The fire is currently burning 10 mi W of King City within the Ventana Wilderness of the Los Padres National Forest and Fort Hunter Liggett Military Reservation – Monterey County, CA.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 14-day fire spread projection indicates greatest growth potential to the N and SE of the mapped fire perimeter through private land, USFS jurisdiction and the Hunter Liggett Military Reservation.  
· Communities threatened, general distance, and compass direction from mapped perimeter.  
· The town of Millers Ranch is located 5-mi N of the mapped fire perimeter in the  40 – 60% spread probability zone.  

· The town of Hunter Liggett is located 6 - mi SE of the mapped fire perimeter in the 40-60% spread probability zone.

· The historical community of Sans is located 7 - mi S of the mapped fire perimeter in the 20-40% spread probability zone.

· Structures are located in the WUI to the E  of the mapped fire perimeter up to the 40 – 60% spread probability zone.
· Structures are present in all spread probability zones that run in a linear pattern to the E  of the mapped fire perimeter.
· Scattered structures are located to the N and S of the mapped fire perimeter in spread probability zones <= 60%.

· Major Infrastructure values threatened

· US highway 101 is located to the E of the mapped fire perimeter in the 20-40% spread probability zone.

· Multiple communication towers are located within the mapped projection.

· A pipeline of the Pacific Gas and Electric Company is  located to the E of the mapped fire perimeter 20-40% spread probability zone.

· Other resources threatened
· An airport runway is 8 – mi to the SSE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 20-40% spread probability zone.

· Three RAWS stations in the spread probability zones.  7 – mi SSE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 40-60% spread probability zone, 5 – mi N  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 40-60% spread probability zone, and   5 – mi W  of the mapped fire perimeter outside the spread probability zone.

· Two dams in the spread probability zones.  The Lower Stone Valley Dam is 9 – mi SSE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the 40-60% spread probability zone.  The Hughes Dam is 14 – mi SSE  of the mapped fire perimeter in the    1-5% spread probability zone.
