Tier II Analysis – Regional Priority Assets
General Assessment: 

· The Indians Fire is located approximately 21 miles W of the town of King City and 18 miles SSW of the town of Greenfield in the Ventana Wilderness of Los Padres National Forest; Monterey County.  
· Assuming no suppression, the 14-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-directional fire spread through wilderness and roadless FS jurisdiction.

· Final determination of Tier II layers and symbology pending discussion with Berni Bahro.
· The fire is currently in a mixture dominated by USFS and DOD Direct Protection, but mapped projection extends into CDF protection to the E in across all spread probability zones.
· Steelhead Critical Habitat within in mapped projection:
· Arroyo Seco Watershed: Calaboose Creek, Church Creek, Horse Creek, Paloma Creek, Piney Creek, Reliz Creek, Rocky Creek, Santa Lucia Creek, Tassajara Creek, Vaqueros Creek, Willow Creek and reaches of the Arroyo Seco River itself.

· Carmel River Watershed: Pinch Creek, Robertson Creek, Millers Fork 
· Salinas River: reaches of the Salinas River
· Spotted Owl Protected Activity (SOPA) Centers are located to the NW (20-40% spread zone) and N (40-60% spread zone).  These and other SOPA Centers are summarized in a table to follow.
