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Dozer line, roadside enhancements, and hand line identified from North counterclockwise  for proposed work as fire expands: 

Landing strip, Rancho Clemente, R2E T17S S35.  Land use agreement would have to be made to support a satellite helibase.  To be used to support the dozer work for the northern part of the district.  Last used in Kirk Fire in 1999; not identified on maps at ICP. 

1.  Dozer line - Starting at historic Blue Rock Ridge Trail, R3E T17S S5, tie in with Big Pines Trail (2E03) heading west along the Big Pines Trail to Devils Peak (1E04) down the Skinner Ridge to the south coming out a Pico Blanco Boy Scout Camp – wilderness approval required. Last used in Kirk Fire 1999.  This was the 1977 perimeter of Marble Cone Fire when bulldozers were used.
2.  Improved Roadside – Enhance roadside brushing and defensible space through Pico Blanco Boy Scout Camp.  

3.  Hand line -  From Pico Blanco Boy Scout Camp to Mount Manual bulldozer line. 

4.  Dozer line - From Old Coast Road through Andrew Molera State Park. Tie in with Mount Manual Trail (2E06) continuing to as far as possible (Manual Peak R2E T19S S17).  This bulldozer line was put in multiple times in the past. 

5.  Hand line – From the bulldozer line on the Mount Manual Trail to the Big Sur River near Bad Gulch.  Construct hand line to the North Coast Ridge Road.  

6.  Dozer line - Improve the North Coast Ridge Road (20S05) from hand line at Bad Gulch in R2E T19S S32 to Upper Bee Camp to where dozer line will go towards Cone Peak. 

7.  Dozer line - From existing bulldozer line on the North Coast Ridge Trail R4E T21S S16, to the south and west down Mining Ridge to the Ranch Roads and the Big Creek Reserves in S25.  Kirk south line1999.  

8.  Handline  - From Central Coast Ridge Road around Cone Peak toward the dozer line coming from Bee Camp.  
9.  Dozer line – Dozer can work a short distance from the Central Coast Ridge Road towards Cook Springs. 

10.  Improved Roadside – Brush road from the Central Coast Ridge Road to South Coast Ridge Road.  Continue from the junction of South Coast Ridge Road (22S05) and Nacimiento Fergusson Rd (22S01). Mechanically treat the edges of South Coast Ridge Road from Nacimiento summit south to Burnett Peak in R7E T25S S13.

Nacimiento Summit west to Kirk Creek Campground. 

Plaskett Ridge Road (23S02) from the South Coast Ridge Road to Hwy 1 at Sand dollar.

Los Burros Rd (23S01) from Alder Peak on North Coast Ridge Road to Willow Creek on Hwy 1. 

11.  Hand line and dozer line from Lottie Potrero down, connecting to Ranch roads at Baldwin Ranch and San Carpoforo and the road down to Hwy 1 south of Ragged Point. 

(map only shows from Lottie Potrero to Forest Boundary). 
12.  Handline - Improve Horse Pasture Trail (4E05) with hand line – comes out at Marble Peak Trailhead at the Arroyo Seco Indians Road. 
13.  Improved Roadside – All along the Tassajarra Road (18S02) from the Bruce Ranch to the Tassajarra Hot Springs in R4E T20S S32
14.  Dozer line - From the Carmel River Guard Station on the Hennicksons Ridge Trail to the Tassajarra Road across Hennicksons Ridge Trail, coming out at the Chews Ridge Lookout.  From the Chews Ridge Lookout down the ridge in R4E T18S  S32, 33, 34 to Ranch roads and to Carmel Valley Rd at Paloma Creek.  Kirk line 1999
Carmel River Trail from Carmel River Guard Station to Hiding Canyon (3E03.1) – would be improved with hand line.  Held the Kirk Fire in 1999. (Could add along Puerto Suelo trail (3E08) to Double Cone Trail (2E04) to Big Pines to tie in with dozer line).

Work west on the ridge above the Marble Peak Trail (4E07) with hand line to Marble Peak R3E T20S S21 and the North Coast Ridge Road.
