· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 29 July 2008; projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier II Analysis – Regional Priority Assets
General Assessment: 

· The Telegraph Fire is located 28 miles NE of Merced on the Stanislaus National Forest & Sierra National Forest in Madera, Mariposa, & Toulumne Counties, CA.
· Assuming no suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-directional fire spread with most-recent MODIS points occurring along N, NE, & E edge of mapped fire perimeter.

· Final determination of Tier II layers and symbology pending discussion with Berni Bahro.
· The fire is currently located within CDF(~70%), USFS(~25%), & NPS(<5%) Direct Protection Areas; this ratio remains fairly constant through all FSPro fire spread probability zones.
· Communities at Risk
· Mariposa is located 3 miles SE of the mapped fire perimeter within the >80% spread probability zone.

· Hunter Valley is located 2 miles W of the mapped fire perimeter within the 60-80% spread probability zone.

· Morman Bar is located 5 miles SSE of the mapped fire perimeter within the 60-80% spread probability zone.

· Midpines is located 3 miles E of the mapped fire perimeter within the 40-60% spread probability zone.

· Nipinnwasee is located 17 miles SE of the mapped perimeter within the 1-5% spread probability zone.
· Jerseydale is located 7 miles E of the mapped fire perimeter outside all spread probability zones.
· Greely Hill is located 8 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter outside all spread probability zones.
· Yosemite West is located 11 miles E of the mapped fire perimeter outside all spread probability zones.

· Pilot Peak Lookout is located 7 miles N of the mapped fire perimeter within the 5-20% spread probability zone.
· Coutlerville CDF is located 10 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter within the 1-5% spread probability zone.
· Jerseydale Station is located 8 miles E of the mapped perimeter outside all spread probability zones.
· Critical Habitat Affected:

· Southern Sierra Fisher Conservation Area is located 5 miles E of the mapped fire perimeter within all spread probability zone.

· Spotted Owl Protected Activity Centers are located within all spread probability zones to the N, NE, & E of the mapped fire perimeter.
· Willow Flycatcher Habitat occurs sporadically in the lower spread probability zones to the N & E of the mapped fire perimeter.

· ICS-209 indicates the Merced River is habitat for the threatened and endangered Lime Stone Salamander.

· The ICS-209 indicated the Merced group of Giant Sequoia Redwoods will be threatened.
