	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Marek Fire:  Pretty straight forward.  I started from the 10/13/2008 13:38 perimeter.  Very active on the northern front and just scattered heat elsewhere.  A few isolated heat sources outside of the fire that may or may not be fire.

Sesnon Fire:  Without a perimeter to start from, I created the perimeter from the cool signature left once the fire has burned.  It was difficult to tell exactly where this was on the southwestern edge.  Any feedback to this perimeter would be helpful to better map the fire tomorrow night.  There are quite a few heat sources outside this area that may be of concern.  Please, let me know if these are associated with the fire or not.
