	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This is the first USFS IR flight of this fire.  Used perimeter from NIFC web site that appears to have been digitized from imagery found on www.fireimaging.com  Fire perimeter has multple heat sources.  IR imagery is distorted on the east and north sides of the fire perimeter - caution should be used in interpreting heat sources in this area.  Distortion is caused by the edge effects of the data and possible smoke/haze conditions when the imagery was taken.  Field information is nneded to confirm heat perimeter in this area.  Heat sources appear to be be moving to the east and north east when compared to the IR data collected by fireimaging.com on July 1st.
