	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

There were NO FIRE DETECTS on all three runs 
Three hotspots inside the fire perimeter that are present on all three runs were marked.  Again these spots did not trip the fire detection algorythm but they are much warmer than the surrounding ground.
ONE POSSIBLE Hotspot OUTSIDE the fire perimeter is marked at 34 degrees 24 minutes 38 seconds North, 119 degrees 43 minutes 23 degrees South.  This is probabaly a hot rock.
