FIRE BEHAVIOR
GENERAL: The latest IR mapping indicates that the number of heat sources continues to decrease
significantly due to mop up efforts, effects from past marine intrusions, and the burnout of fine fuels.
In addition we should see increasing RH's in the evening at the ridgetops (COOler-moister air spilling
over from the San Joaquin Valley) and a slight inversion setting up where the surfacing north winds
should ride over to top of the inversion leaving higher RH's at lower elevations. The overall effects
from these two factors are that the risk of fire escape over established control lines is diminishing.
The area with the most localized potential fire activity during the time when north winds could surface
(evening hours) should be in the thermal belt from 1500 to 2000 feet in elevation.

The off shore winds over the last 24 hours has resulted in the drying out of 1 and 10 hour fuels. Wind
continues to be the most critical factor for potential fire behavior that you and your crews should
monitor for your situational awareness. This fire's signature has shown that a 15 mph wind threshold
will produce a wind dominated fire. The rate of spread will be 2-3 mph with flame lengths of 30 to 60
feet if these threshold winds speeds should ever materialize. The primary mechanism of fire spread
for this incident is still predicted to be by long range spotting. The risk of fire spotting over control
lines is likely at any time significant convective forces are pushing fire brands into the wind stream.
Spotting distances of Yzto 1 mile are possible under wind dominated fire conditions. Careful
attention needs to be paid to what's occurring within 1 mile of the fire edge in order to predict
expected fire behavior in your area.

The fuels are 50 year old mixed chaparral with a heavy dead component and cured annual grasses.
Uve fuel moistures are 135%.
SPECIFIC:

Branch I: Division A has most of the heat source signatures which were identified from the IR flight.
These heat signatures are located near the eastern most portion of the fire.
Branch II, III, & IV: No fire growth is anticipated.

AIR OPERA TJONS: Clear skies. Strong winds could limit air operations in the morning hours. Power
Jines exist in the area.

SAFETY
The potential for wind dominated fire with long range spotting still existed even though that actual
risk from remaining heat sources within the fire perimeter is dimensioning. Please don't let your
guard down. LeES are valid during all phases of wildland fire suppression. It's not over until is over.
