	FIRE BEHAVIOR

	GENERAL:  Fire has reached the river. Remaining pockets of fuel will continue to burn out as dead fuels are consumed. Heavy fuels, heavy duff and matted grasses will continue to hold heat until mopped up or consumed. Standing snags will become unstable as fire consumes bases and root structure.

	Division B/C: Heavy fuels continue to burn creating stump holes and unstable ground over root structures. Unstable snags may exist near line with fire in them. 
Division X/Y: Be aware of stump holes and deep ash pits in areas of heavy fuel. Unstable snags may exist near line with fire in them. Unburned islands may present risk to line till mopped up completely.
North Contingency: Spots will spread rapidly if they occur. Steep slopes will aid in spread uphill.

ROS: 130 ch/hr. Flame lengths : 21 ft. Spotting is likely.
Please take weather obs and either call in to Communication or bring in to Fire Behavior in the Situation Trailer.

	AIR OPERATIONS: Smokey conditions will limit visibility in the canyon. As inversion lifts, visibility will be impacted across the fire. Smoke will respond to canyon winds. Mixing Height of 7500 AGL

	SAFETY
Thunderstorms are a possibility in the fire area. Be heads up for gusty winds and downstrikes in the area.
Heavy fuels have continued to burn, be aware of burned out stump holes and deep ash pits.
