	INPUTS

	WEATHER SUMMARY: The fire area will be drying out. Area becoming warmer and drier as a high pressure builds in from the south. More seasonal temperatures and RHs for the weekend before being moderated by the next Pacific low pressure trough, early next week.
Temps: 60 - 68°
RH: 30 – 40 %

Winds (20ft.): NE 6-12 shifting to SW 7-15 G to 26



	OUTPUTS

	FIRE BEHAVIOR:

Fire behavior has been reduced to small areas of creeping and smoldering as pockets of poorly aerated fuels consume. Deep duff and matted grass edges, especially along edges of cut units, will continue to smolder until put out, either by hand or moisture. 
Long term burning effects now take precedence for safety. Heavy fuels, stump holes, root structures, and snags continue to burn due to low fuel moistures. Ash pits, unstable snags, holes, and unstable ground will be left behind once the fuels have consumed.
Falling snags with fire, could present a threat to the line, though most snags are well within.
As drying occurs, small unburned pockets may continue to burn out, if ignition sources are present.

ROS: 10 – 20 ch/hr.

FL: 6-8 ft.

Spotting distance: < 3/10 ths of a mile.


	AIR OPERATIONS:

Visibility in river canyon may be compromised by smoke till mid morning. 


	
SAFETY
Snag hazard due to long term burning. Be aware of ash pits, stump holes and burned out root structures.
Be aware, water drops on snags may knock them down, stay clear.
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
