	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The fire grew in three main directions East, South and Northwest. The first area of growth was on the Eastern most corner of the fire. This area grew over the Sierra Madre Road and into the upper end of Moon Canyon between Spoor and Eckart Canyons. This area had a large area of Intense heat  with additional scattered heat towards the interior of the fire. There were 2 additional areas of heat South from the Eastern most corner of the fire along the Sierra Madre Road. From here continuing North along the Eastern flank of the fire. The perimeter stays to the Southwest of the Sierra Madre Road with three isolated heat points at or just across the road. The main fire perimeter stays to the Southwest of the road to Timber Peak. At Timber peak there were 2 areas of Intense heat on the East side of the Sierra Madre Road. There are scattered heat across the road in four more places till you get to the North end of the fire, at the upper end of Flores Canyon. Continuing South along the Boundary, The fire is at the top of the ridge West of Flores Canyon showing small pockets of intense heat. There was a large area of scattered heat detected in the north end of the fire. At the time of the flight the fire edge was only .2 miles East of Kerry Canyon Campground. Continuing South the fire edge with areas of intense heat was detected at mid slope East of Kerry Canyon to the bottom of La Brea Creek Canyon. The South End of the fire showed the most perimeter growth. This area is located West of Horse Canyon, just North of South Cuchudas Canyon and is in the upper reaches of Lion and Rattlesnake canyons. Areas of Intese heat with a huge area of scattered heat was detected on this end of the fire. Only a few isolated heat sources were detected in the central interior of the fire.
