	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Since the fire was flown east-west instead of north-south the overlap areas in question were different.  We were flown last tonight at 1:15 am.  The plane again had issues with the air cell transmission so I had to wait until the IR technician uploaded it from his hotel room.  There were still problems uploading the file and I couldn't pull it down until 3:30am so it was a rush job to complete the intense and scattered heat shapefiles.  The fire is cooling off so there were only a few areas on the northwest and southeast with relative intense heat.  There were isolated pockets of scattered heat internal to the perimeter.
