The was two boxes flown one to the North and one to the South. 

There was no Fire Perm for the North flight on the FTP Site. I was able to find isolated heat on the North flight near a ravine. could be warming fires. Hard to tell without fire perm

The South flight showed isolated heat in the Southwest corner of the fire. It appears there could be isolated heat over the line in the Southwest corner. There is also isolated heat interior on the South end of the fire.

Attention needs to be taken and the Southwest portion needs to be looked at first chance possible.
Unless the Southwest corner gets established I don't see a need for another flight based on info from tonight.
