	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Products delivered late due to mixup on interpreter.  This will be addressed.  No previous perimeter so perimeter was mapped based on visible heat.  Eastern perimeter along Sheep Creek has very little heat except in SE arm. Areas of intense heat just south of Sheep Creek campground. Intense heat all along western perimeter.
One isolated heat source mapped 0.45 miles south of heat perimeter but may be within actual perimeter.
Three isolated heat sources showing in valley within campgrounds - most likely campfires.
One isolated heat source picked up just at the edge of scan line.  Located just north of Marvin pass 1 mile west of Mitchell Peak.
Isolated heat shapefile has UTM coordinates for all points.
