	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The fire has grown since last period with intense heat on the north, south, and southwestern perimeters.  There are numerous hot spots within 0.5 miles of the eastern perimeter.  However, these could also be within the existing fire perimeter since it has not been mapped since August 16, 2010 and per conversation with Karen Folger, there was some burn-out activity in that area.  There is also one hot spot approximately 0.25 miles to the south of the heat perimeter.
This scan also detected several hot spots associated with the Marvin Pass Fire 2.5 miles to the southwest (not included on PDF map).
