A trough of low pressure moving across northern California today and Wednesday will cool
temperatures slightly while keeping humidities low over the fire area. The upslope/upcanyon winds
will be a little breezier today and Wednesday than they have been the past few days.

FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL.:

The high pressure that has dominated our weather throughout the fire will be displaced by a weak trough
moving down from the Northwest. While the impacts to our fire will be minimal, with the slightly higher winds
and lower humidities you can expect some minor increase in fire behavior. This may help the remaining
interior pockets heavy fuel burn down. It will also give us a moderate test of containment on the exposed
slopes and ridges with any remaining heat.

SPECIFIC:

--South Side of Merced River, DIVS B & L: Fire behavior will be minimal. The only change from the
previous days will be the possible increase in winds and lower humidity, and there is a slight chance for
undetected heat within the perimeter, so continue to work safely.

--North Side of the Merced River; Upslope spread rates in available fuels could be as high as 80 ch/hr
under favorable conditions. Rolling materials will continue to pose the highest threat to all the underslung
lines.

--DIVS M, Rolling material is still the prominent threat.

--DIVS P, The spread potential is directly related to the undersiung line position. The lined slopovers from
yesterday will be a primary concern. Any additional rollout, especially if undetected for a period of time will be
a chief safety and containment concern.

--DIVS R, The main threat to containment along the upper ridge of the division would be from channeled
winds through saddles or eddies. There is a threat from rolling material as the slope becomes steeper
heading south along the division. As the line breaks over the nose of the ridge, rollout into fine flashy fuels will
be a significant threat throughout the day.

--DIVS £, With most of the division either contained or prepped out in front of the main fire the primary focus
will continue to be SA over a long section of ground.

AIR OPERATIONS:
No major concerns for the day.

SAFETY

The primary threat for the day is rollout of burning material into the unburned fuel below your line. The
secondary challenge is detection of those rolling materials. Make sure your lookouts can see the unburned
slopes below where you are working.

Vehicle Checks: Motor vehicle operators need to complete vehicle checks each day,
prior to driving out of camp. Vehicle checks should include: inspection of tires; all lights,
i.e. headlights, brake, furning, and running lights; examination of engine belts, motor ail,
radiator, fluid levels; brakes; steering system; undercarriage-All those rocks you clunked
over may have damaged something important; check your air filter-Dust clogs them quickly;
and check the vehicle operation (as you depart the parking lot). If any of these items are
not functioning properly, you need to fix them or have them fixed.

SNAGS: Remember to watch for snags when you are working in and around trees. Don't
forget the reason for snags being called "The Silent Killers". Flag and communicate, that's
the drill. Look up, down, and all around too. Minimize the risk by only exposing the fewest
number of personnel. When taking breaks, move out of the areas where snags are present.
Be sure to check you're sleeping areas tool

Complacency: Usually about this time on a fire the accident frequency rate
increases. The most common reason for this is the firefighter throws her/his mind into
neutral and doesn't think about the work they are doing. They are not thinking about how to
do the job right but just how to get the job done. We all know there is a difference in
getting the job done versus getting the job done properly. So with that, keep you mind
engaged and attentive to the task, Continually ask yourself if you are doing the job safely,
the way you were trained. Keep an eye on your fellow employees too. If you see them doing
something that is unsafe, YOU need to say something immediately about the unsafe act.
