[bookmark: _GoBack]Perimeter continues to grow slightly on west side of fire where scattered heat was mapped.  Due to discrepecies between GPS perimeter and IR, I would be interested in knowing if the fire has burned out to the IR perimeter or if it does stop at GPSed perimeter (20120607).  
An isolated heat source was detected ~1.6 miles south of fire at Fork of the Kern.  There is a mine near the heat source, x/y coordinates can be found on the IR map.
