Fire Behavior
General: High humidity and good recovery will keep fires on the ground in the morning. Late afternoon drying may start single tree torching or where pockets of conifers exist.  Spotting distances are expected to be around a ¼ mile with ignition probabilities ranges from 30 - 98 percent depending on fuel types.  Fire could be spread where leaf litter is moving around. Flame lengths and spread rates in most fuel types can easily be worked with equipment and in some cases hand tools.  
Specific: 
DIV A, B, G: will mainly be on the upwind side of the fire with east winds in the early morning and switching to southeast winds for the remainder of the day. If the winds stay fairly steady it should help to keep the smoke off the line and flame lengths of 2 - 9 ft. 

DIV J: Will have head fire and be the most active division for the day. Head flames of 6 – 17 ft flame lengths in the single tree or pocket areas in the early morning and then switching to a flank fire where open grown conifers could see 3 – 9 ft flame lengths depending on the height to live crown base of the trees with spread rates of 5 – 40 feet per minute. Direct line construction should be possible.  
DIV M: Has had good dozer / black line put in from the division break to the shore line- reburn should not be a big concern along the line. The winds will push the smoke over the line – even though spotting and ignition are low checking for spots over the line should be done regularly. 

Aircraft is above us- BE AWARE  of water drops and how it effects those trees around you!
