WEATHER DISCUSSION:  DISCUSSION.... A COOLING TREND IS IN STORE FOR TUESDAY AND WEDNESDAY.  TUESDAY WILL SEE PARTLY SUNNY SKIES WITH A CHANCE OF SHOWERS.
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Partly sunny with a chance of showers.  Rainfall amounts are up to 0.08 inches
TEMPERATURES:  Lows overnight were around 50 degrees and temperatures will top out around 68 degrees.
HUMIDITIES: Excellent humidity recovery overnight last night.  Today RH% bottoms out around 49% around 12:00 p.m. then rise into the mid 50s for the rest of the day.
WINDS:  Start out west at 7-10 mph until 1300 and then swing northwest; remaining 7-10 mph.  Gusts start out at 15 mph and drop to 10 mph after 1700.

MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height is low on the north end of the fire (300-700 Ft AGL).  South part of the fire mixing increases from 300-1900ft to 3800-5300 ft. by late morning, then decreases to 1900-3300 ft. AGL in the late.
TRANSPORT WINDS: West 20-37 mph decreasing 15 to 29 in the afternoon.

HAINES INDEX:  3-4 or very low to low potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
EXTENDED FORECAST via web:   

Wed (5/30)…Mostly cloudy, slight chance of showers, Highs 51-56 NW winds 10-15 mph.  

Thurs (5/31)…Mostly clear, patchy frost in morning.  Highs 61-66 West winds 10-15 mph.
Friday (6/1)…Partly cloudy, slight chance of showers, Highs 66 inland & 58 at shore, N winds 5-10 mph.
Sat (6/2)…Partly cloudy, slight chance of showers, Highs 66-71 and 59 at the shore.

Sun (6/3)…Mostly cloudy, slight chance of showers, Highs 69-74   

Outlook for Monday June 4 through Sunday June 10…expect above normal temperatures and below normal precipitation.
OBSERVED WEATHER:  
Radar estimates at 2000 yesterday indicate that all of the fire received some precipitation.  Amounts vary from roughly 0.25 inches to over 0.75 inches.  Prior to this temperatures in Division J ranged from 70 to 84 degrees.  Relative humidity ranged from 50-71% and winds were southerly to southwesterly 1-5 mph (eye level).
