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  FIRE BEHAVIOR ANALYST
WEATHER FORECAST: Much quieter weather is expected today.  SEE ATTACHED COMPLETE FORECAST.
FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:  Significant rain was received on the fire yesterday, with radar estimates ranging between 0.25-0.75 inches.  Just before the rain, the fire caused several spot fires and started to make significant runs.  All divisions will need to assess the impacts of these events.  Single tree torching is possible today if there are jackpots or dried spruce limbs on the boles of the tree.  Mature red pine/white pine (C5), Jack pine (C4) and spruce (C2) all have much lower probabilities of ignition, P(I) ranging 28-60% depending on the fuel type.  Spotting distances are less than 1,000 feet.  Soils and larger fuels are very dry and deep burning (2 feet plus) is occurring in organic soils.
SPECIFIC: 

Division A:  Lower rainfall amounts were received on the northern portions of the fire.  Be sure to monitor outside the perimeter in case erratic winds before the rain launched any burning embers over the line.  Little fire activity is expected inside the perimeter other than duff burning.

Division B:  This area was very active just before yesterday’s rain.  Division will need to be assessed for losses or uncontained areas.  Expect deep burning in the duff and there could be occasional torching as understory fuels dry out.
Division D:  There was a lot of fire activity here yesterday just prior to the rain.  There were at least two spot fires reported that were not worked because of the rain that will need assessment.  This area received the most rain on the fire, but fire movement in fine fuels and fuel jackpots is still possible.

Division G:  Issues in G are the same as D, with the exception of the reported spot fires.  Lower areas may be more difficult to access because of the rain.  Little fire movement is expected.  
Division J:  There are miles of uncontained line in Division J.  Most of this is in low, timbered ground and access will be difficult.  Little fire movement is possible, but there is deep organic burning occurring with lots of heat present and burn holes up to two feet deep.  Recent rains will not impact this deep seated burning much.
Division M:  This division did not receive a lot of rain, but with good lines, a clean burn and being on the up winds side today, little activity is expected.
AIR OPERATIONS: Sunrise is at 5:54 a.m. and Sunset is at 9:25 p.m.

SAFETY:   Recent rains will make soil slippery so be sure you have good footing.  Watch for deep seated burning and ash holes.  Remember – wet fuels are slippery fuels.
