WEATHER DISCUSSION:  Warmer temperatures are in store for Thursday under mostly sunny skies…northwesterly to northerly winds…expect some brief gustier winds as Lake Superior lake breeze moves through somewhere between late morning and early afternoon. 
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Warmer with mostly sunny skies and lower humidity.  
TEMPERATURES:  There were clear skies last night allowing for temperatures to bottom out in the 30’s or lower inland; morning temperatures will warm up with mostly sunny skies today maxing out at 54 to 58 degrees depending on your location on the fire.  
HUMIDITIES: Humidity recovery last night was around 85-95%.  Today Rh% could bottom out at 37% to 52% later in the afternoon. 
WINDS:  West winds from the night switch to NW around 11AM Wednesday morning…the NW will dominate the wind direction for rest of the day steady at 6 to 9 mph into the evening…gusts will be 10 - 20 mph into the evening.

MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height will average 100 to 1300 FT AGL in the morning increasing to 1700 to 4700 FT AGL in the afternoon.

TRANSPORT WINDS:  NW 7 to 17 mph in the afternoon.

HAINES INDEX:  3 - 5…has increased from yesterday; potential for low to large plume dominated fire growth is possible.

….FRIDAY...PARTLY CLOUDY WEST. MOSTLY CLOUDY CENTRAL AND EAST. A SLIGHT CHANCE OF RAIN SHOWERS CENTRAL..MAINLY AFTER MID AFTERNOON. LOWS 38 TO 43 INLAND TO AROUND 45 AT THE SHORE. HIGHS 60 TO 65 INLAND TO AROUND 53 AT THE SHORE. NORTH WINDS 5 TO 10 MPH.

SUNDAY...A SLIGHT CHANCE OF RAIN SHOWERS CLOUDY. LOWS AROUND 50. HIGHS 68 TO 73 INLAND TO AROUND 60 AT THE SHORE. WEST WINDS 5 TO 10 MPH. .
MONDAY...MOSTLY CLOUDY. A SLIGHT CHANCE OF THUNDERSTORMS IN THE MORNING. A CHANCE OF RAIN SHOWERS. LOWS 51 TO 56. HIGHS 70 TO 75 INLAND TO AROUND 60 AT THE SHORE.

.TUESDAY...PARTLY CLOUDY. A SLIGHT CHANCE OF RAIN SHOWERS...MAINLY EARLY IN THE DAY. LOWS 51 TO 56. HIGHS 67 TO 72 INLAND TO AROUND 58 AT THE SHORE.

.OUTLOOK FOR WED JUN 6 THROUGH TUE JUN 12...EXPECT ABOVE NORMAL TEMPERATURES AND NEAR NORMAL PRECIPITATION.
