All division reporting rain starting at approx 1400, except in the north part of Div J, no rain was reported there. 

DIVISION M
· No change from Homestead Lake to Lake Superior. No smokes found and area had been gridded 100’ in from the line. 

· South of Homestead Lake: 1 smoke found, approx 100’ in from the line and by the division break by M & J. Area has been gridded 100’ in from the line. 

DIVISION D

· West side of D to G (from Culhane Grade through Sect 2 & 3 to Division Break) has few smokes and cold trailing would be the best option

· Most of the line in Sect 26 in top of the division is now direct.  Most of the line is quite cold and still has mop up to be done.
· There is a hot area in Sect 25. They are looking better but there is still a lot of work. This will be the problem area, if they have one.
· Sect 36 is in good shape
·  Sect 1 is in good shape 

DIVISION J
· Hand crews are mopping up in the black and are tying in from Hemlock Road to the plow line.
· Continue mop up from “Square D” Cabin, South to Moonscape Corners in Section 33, near swamp lakes 

· Plow line tied in from mink ranch road to widgeon road sect 9 east of J50 aka the loop road

· If all goes well today, they expect to have a plow line from the Little Two Hearted River to Mink Ranch Road by end of shift

· Observed fire behavior: smoldering only

· SO 53 out of service until further notice

DIVISION A/B

· Sawyers are working in residential area to clear the drive ways so they are  available and open so road can open to the public
· Engine along the road and perimeter line continue to catch hot spot and are getting a few

· On b out checking the Bodi lake fire was checked and no smokes make another run this afternoon 

· Div b have an Engine Working ]around the SE part of lake, near structures looks good

· Hand crew and dozer are in the middle of section 22 lake 

· Dozer line constructed along the North side of sect 22 lake and along the east side of 22 lake, down to fire line 

· New Div D/ Div B break at 46 deg 37.622 85 deg 24.874

· From that point will be the break and will be working to and from that break for the remainder of the day 

· Cold trailing with hand crews from sect 22 lake to the lat long point 
DIVISION G
· From origin to Div D is pretty cold, mostly drivable and open to track vehicles
· Golf div from origin to NE to Div J, newly constructed down to mineral soil and is not drivable with wheeled vehicles 
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
