FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:  There was close to an inch of rain or more on the fire yesterday. This precipitation has basically shut down fire movement in all fuel types for a couple days. If winds catch some hot spots after the morning rain some flames less than a foot could pop up in the heavy organics however potential for spread is basically 0. 
SPECIFIC: 

All Divisions: Fine Fuel Moisture Codes (Ffmc) have been reduced to 51.6 from the heavy rains. When the fire started on May 24th, the Ffmc were around 91.7 to 92. With no heavy rain events predicted for the week and warmer temperatures this will help to keep elevating our risk once again. 
AIR OPERATIONS: Sunrise is at 5:53 a.m. and Sunset is at 9:28 p.m.
