WEATHER DISCUSSION:  The next chance of rain showers will be during the day Wednesday with much of the wet weather staying south of the Duck Lake area through the end of the week; do not expect much precipitation to reach the fire. The warmest temperatures in the upcoming week look to be Monday and Tuesday, warming to near 70 degrees.
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Mostly cloudy then becoming partly cloudy, isolated rain showers through mid morning in the head and middle part of the fire. Cloudy then becoming partly sunny then becoming mostly sunny, isolated rain showers in the morning at the south end of the fire.
TEMPERATURES:  Start out around 46 and peak at around 60 degrees.
HUMIDITIES: Good humidity recovery overnight last night.  Today Rh values remain high at 60 to the south and 70% to the north.
WINDS:  Winds remain fairly steady at 8 to 10 mph out of the NW for the day. Gusts 15 to 20 mph.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height is low on the north end of the fire 3,000 to 10,000 ft.; south part of the fire mixing increases from 11,000 to 25,000 ft. into the afternoon and evening.
TRANSPORT WINDS: NW 18 to 25 mph, steady into the evening.
HAINES INDEX:  3 or very low to low potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
EXTENDED FORECAST via web:   

Sunday: Isolated showers before 10am. Cloudy, then gradually becoming mostly sunny, with a high near 61. Northwest wind around 10 mph. Chance of precipitation is 20%.

Sunday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 40. Northwest wind around 5 mph becoming calm. 

Monday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 68. Calm wind becoming north around 5 mph. 

Monday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 45. North wind around 5 mph becoming calm. 

Tuesday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 67. 

Tuesday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 48. 

Wednesday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 62. Showers may develop just south of the Duck Lake fire
OBSERVED WEATHER:  It was wet and muddy on the line yesterday.
