WEATHER DISCUSSION:  Dry high pressure will result in lowering afternoon humidity values through at least mid week…by Tuesday and Wednesday. The chance of precipitation through the period will be minimal to non existent…with the next slight chance of shower and thunderstorm activity holding out until Friday night. Still… winds should remain light with any gusts likely to be around 15 or less through Thursday. 
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Mostly sunny for the entire fire area. Fog is predicted for today. Winds could be off the lake shore in the afternoon setting up a more northerly flow off of the lake.
TEMPERATURES:  Start out around 46 and peak at around 65 degrees especially inland.
HUMIDITIES: Good humidity recovery last night. Today Rh values are starting to drop from our rain event on Friday. Inland humidity could drop down to 51% and 68% near the lake shore.
WINDS:  Winds remain fairly steady at 7 mph out of the North and then NNW for the day. Gusts are like and will more than likely top out at around 10 mph.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height is low on the north end of the fire 3,000 to 10,000 ft.; south part of the fire mixing increases from 300 to 3,300 ft. into the afternoon and evening.
TRANSPORT WINDS:  10 to 15 mph, switching around in the northerly directions.
HAINES INDEX:  4 low to low potential for large plume dominated fire growth.

Wednesday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 68. 

Thursday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 62.
