	Major Hazards and Risks:  
· Drive slowly on wet slippery roads and be careful of very Deep Mud Holes.
· Uneven Ground, Heavy Brush -​Watch Your Footing
· Strains and Sprains – Think before you Lift and Pull
· Watch out for increased public traffic in and around the fire area

· Falling Snags (Heads Up!)

· Chainsaw and Felling Operations  

· Take care of your feet!!

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	MOP UP OPERATIONS
· Continue to be aware of and watch for hazardous snags.  

· Watch for stump holes.

· Lift with your legs, not your back.

· When doing rehab, pull brush straight and don’t twist your backs, wear eye protection, and watch spacing

· Watch your footing, pace yourselves, take adequate rest periods.  

· Assess crew needs and take care of preventative and remedial needs.
