WEATHER DISCUSSION:  Dry high pressure continues to impact the area…light winds in the morning will give way to a steady NW flow off Lake Superior. Wind gusts will continue to be less than 15 mph. No rain or thunderstorms are expected until Friday 
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Partly cloudy becoming sunny for all fire areas.  
TEMPERATURES:  Temperatures start out at around 44 degrees and begin to warm by 11 AM.  Temps max out on the tail end of the fire at 71 degrees and the head of the fire at around 63 degrees by around 5pm.
HUMIDITIES: Good humidity recovery last night. Rh could drop as low as 39% at the south end to 50% on the north end of the burn.
WINDS:  Winds will be light from the NW in the morning and then steady at 5 to 10 for the afternoon. Gusts are likely to top out at around 15 mph.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height is low on the south end of the fire 300 to 1900ft.

TRANSPORT WINDS:   North 10 to 20 mph.
HAINES INDEX:  5, moderate potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
EXTENDED FORECAST via web:   

Wednesday Night: Mostly clear, with a low around 47. North wind around 5 mph becoming calm. 

Thursday: Sunny, with a high near 69. Northwest wind around 5 mph. 

Friday: A 50 percent chance of showers and thunderstorms after 2pm. Partly sunny, with a high near 68. 

Friday Night: A 50 percent chance of showers and thunderstorms. Mostly cloudy, with a low around 55. 

Saturday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 65. 

Saturday Night: A chance of showers and thunderstorms. Partly cloudy, with a low around 53. 

Sunday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 74. 

OBSERVED WEATHER:  Partly cloudy skies persisted on the fire today; weather observed was in line with what was predicted out of the weather service spot weather forecast with the exception that observed humidity was lower.
