FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:  Winds through the night and poor humidity recovery give us potential for decent fire behavior in all conifer fuel types.  Probability of ignition of 60 to 94 percent and spotting distances of one-quarter mile if crown involvement. 
SPECIFIC: 

Boreal Spruce and immature jack pine types show continuous crowning with rates of spread of 48 to 51 feet per minute and head flame lengths of 15 to 18 feet.  Mature jack pine should stay on the ground but torching is possible with 20 feet per minute rate of spread.  Mature red and white pine types show possible crown involvement with rates of spread of 8 feet per minute. Hardwoods with conifer components will likely remain on the ground  and rates of spread will run 17 feet per minute.  Spotting ahead of the fire in young jack pine and boreal spruce is a possibility.
Weather service is predicting only slightly cooler temps and slightly higher humidity for the north end of the fire with the south winds so there should be no noticeable difference.
SAFETY:   Precipitation is on its way to some degree, but yesterday’s weather and winds overnight with poor humidity recovery have dried out fuels.
