*Priorities for the Day

· Continue to maintain existing lines.
· Aggressively attack flare-ups in proximity to perimeter.
· Ensure close communications between bucket bombers and ground crews.
*Safety
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Notice to all drivers : The traffic is going to increase along the road between the base camp and the staging area. Please drive carefully as there is a variety of users driving the road, i.e. woodland workers, service staff, fire crews and the public. 
Helispot construction
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It is very important that all helispots that are being used on THU37 are constructed to the standard. 

You must ensure that the landing pad is 3 metres X 3 metres (16’ X16’) in size. If logs are being used on the pad they must be secured to ensure they do not move or roll. Approach and departure paths to the helispots must be in place. All dead standing trees around the perimeter of the helispots must be removed (dropped).
If you are using logs for your touch down pad please wrap the outside 12 inch of the logs with orange flagging tape to increase the pad’s visibility. Please number your pads.

· Crew landing at new pad and actioning hot spots found by IR scans.
· Scanning full Division in the morning.
Division T (Doug McClain)
· Continue to work 50-100 feet inside the fire’s edge.

· Crews will be supported by buckets.
· Engines to move in on cut roads.

· Establish crew on island in AS2.

· Scanning full Division in the morning.
Division U (Bruce Douglas)
· Continue to consolidate lines.
· Crew on island to establish hoseline and pump out island.

· Crew on Trout Bay Road to establish line NE of road (jump fire).
· Crew into AN430 to establish line and mop-up to 20 feet.

· Continue consolidating lines on Red Pine and Irv’s Island and east side of Division.
· Action hot spots with bucket as required.

· Assess needs for sprinkler deployment.
