* Today’s Action Plan
Division S (Jeff Saunders)
· Continue to locate and extinguish hot spots identified by scans.
Division T (Doug McClain)
· Continue to extinguish hotspots 100 to 150 feet off the fire’s edge.
· Crews to work with bucket machine as required.

· Engine crews to work on hotspots from road system.

Division U (Bruce Douglas)
· Continue patrol of AH370, AI380, AI390 and AI400 until all hot spots out.
· Mop up island in AO420 and peninsula in AN430 until all hot spots out.

Division V (Bill Payne)

· Transport Timed-X crews to base camp.
· Continue to extinguish hotspots.

· Retrieve sprinklers and conduct physical inventory of all equipment.

· Two engine crews to begin demobilizing island values.

MVP Branch (Todd Cairns)
· Reconcile all equipment.

· Double check Red Pine Canoe Outfitters and Northern Lights Lake camp for any leftover gear, MNR garbage and damage.

· Begin demobilization of Icarus and Madeline Lake values.

* Operations Chief Comments 
The cool, wet weather is helping put out the fire but making conditions less than comfortable for crews. There is still a lot of work to do so keep at it and keep your spirits up.
