Back end of fire is fairly quiet. Hot spots are being hit as they are identified. Flare-ups exhibit active fire behaviour right away, but so far no problems keeping on top of them with heli-bucket.

Division S (Jeff Saunders)
· Crews constructed new helipad, mopped up from Helipad 12 to retardant line and extinguished hot spots found by IR scans
Division T (Doug McClain)

· Crew cut new helipad east of ridge pad.
· Actioned hotspots found by infra red scans.

· Camp 2 moved 100’ in from the main fire edge and north to meet up with Camp 3 squads

Division U (Bruce Douglas)
· Consolidated lines with handtools and engines where road access available.
· Lines worked in 100 ft on north end and along roads.

· Alberta crews established 3 additional camps 

Division V (Bill Payne)

· Consolidated lines on Red Pine and Irv’s Island and east portion of Division.
· Alberta crew deployed to north end of Red Pine Island to begin full suppression.

· Actioned hot spots and flare-ups 
· Tied in Division by 2000 hrs.
