· REBURN POTENTIAL:  Know what your fire is doing at all times.

Know what your fire is doing at all times:
· Safety is of utmost importance.

· Constantly review and apply the Risk Management Process.

· Be particularly cautious around snags: IRPG 80 & 81.
· Burning or partially burned live and dead trees.
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· Look at IRPG, page 80 & 81
· Dead Birch Trees may look sound, but will likely have a rotten interior.
