	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
The IR flight was UTF at about 04:20 MDT due to heavy clouds over the fire, 149Z could not get underneath.  


The basis for tonight’s IR heat perimeter was going to be the 9/3/2015 IR heat perimeter posted in the 2015_Campbells/IR/20150903 folder.   This IR perimeter shapefile included all polygons associated with both the Campbells Fire and what I believe is the Dillinger Fire about 3 miles to the west (these are shown on the NIROPS CDE KML and GeoMac, but I believe the names are reversed).   The previous 20150903 IR interpreted size of 14,880 acres includes both fires, and all associated IR heat polygons.   Individually on 9/3, Campbells = 7,059 ac and Dillinger = 7,821 acres  The IR .pdf map of 9/3/2015 only shows only the very east tip of Dillinger Fire (if there is a second .pdf map of Dillinger it is not posted in the 9/3 folder, or it was from previous night’s flights.)  
No IR flights have occurred over Campbells/Dillinger since the 9/3 delivery.  Some heat in that area has appeared in some of the imagery flown for NOBLE/Crown fires (ID-NPNF) in the past 2 weeks and was mapped on some occasions.
