Essentially no growth in the heat perimeter from 20150906. Slight adjustments were made to incorporate heat along 

the perimeter. Majority of the isolated heat was detected in the South Fork Buckhorn Creek drainage and on the ridge 

to the east of this drainage. There was one hot spot detected outside the perimeter which is labeled on the map.
